	Given the text, Jane Addams and the House That Helped by Barbara Kanninen, students will be able to participate in class discussion, identify Jane’s observations (what she noticed), and the actions that she took in response to these observations.

	The purpose of this lesson is to carefully examine the text through the lens f text dependent questions designed to support students as they gather evidence. This evidence will later be used to explain the connection between Jane Addams’ actions and the title of the text.

	Formative evidence: Students participation in class discussion throughout the reading of the text. 
Participation in the completion of the T-chart, which consists of what Jane noticed and her actions. 
Journal response “what do Jane’s actions show us about her character?” 

Summative evidence: Completion of the performance task in which the students write an explanatory piece using details from the text to explain the connection between Jane’s actions and the title of the text.  

	What Content Knowledge is necessary for a teacher to teach this material?


	The teacher must have knowledge of Jane Addams’ and her life including the fact that she grew up wealthy but noticed the less fortunate all around her. Jane dedicated her life to helping others and co-founded The Hull House. At The Hull House she offered help to others through teaching immigrants English and helping them get jobs, offering a day care, and fought for peace and community. 


	What background knowledge is necessary for a student to successfully meet these objectives?

	The students should be taught to use key details to describe a character or the subject of a biographical text, how to identify the important details to support the main idea, explain the connection between a character’s actions and key events in a text, and how to use context clues to determine the author’s intended meaning of words and phrases.

	The students may have misconceptions about the relation between Jane Addams’ observations and actions throughout the text.

	Teaching Methods

	Each content area may require a different step-by-step format. Use whichever plan is appropriate for the content taught in this lesson. · Reintroduce the text and objectives to the student: 
· “Today we are going to read Jane Addams and the House That Helped again. Yesterday we read the text and discussed new vocabulary. Today we are going to read the text again, this time think about what Jane noticed and what actions she took (what are actions?).”
· Page 3 “how did going places with her father help Jane to “learn to care”? – Response: She noticed sick people and poor people and wanted to help them. 
· ***Use this question to add to T-chart (noticed poor/sick people – action find ways to help). Model this connection. 
· Page 3 “Jane wanted to help the sick and the poor. What does this tell us about Jane? – Response: She is kind/caring/responsible/etc.

· Page 4/5 “What did Jane notice about the immigrants that could explain why they had trouble getting jobs?” – Response: noticed that many did not speak English. “What did she do about that?” – Response: opened a school, immigrants learned English. 
· ***Use to fill out T-chart (noticed that many immigrants didn’t speak English). 

· Page 6 “what information from this page could we add to our chart?” – Response: Jane noticed some children did not go to school. Jane noticed some children did dangerous work. Jane worked to change this. Children needed a place to stay while their parents worked. So she “made sure Hull House had a day care. 

· Page 6 “How did the day care at Hull House affect family life in the neighborhood?” – Response: Parents had a safe place for their children while they went to work. 

· Page 7 “Why does the author include the sentence, “she fought by writing books and talking to people.”? – Response: Jane worked hard to spread information about the needs of immigrants to help create peace. Jane did not “fight” with violence; she “fought” with words.

· Page 7 “Why was the Hull House important to people?” – Response: The Hull House provided a place where immigrants could go to school and learn English, they could get help to get a job, and day care was provided for their children.

· Discuss the T-chart; “we gathered some information about different things that Jane noticed throughout her life, what do Jane’s actions show us about her character?” 

· Pass out response journal cut out so that students can glue it into their notebook and answer question above. 


	What will you do if…


	…a student struggles with the content?

If the student struggles with the content they will have the opportunity to reread the text at the appropriate level (using the leveled readers) on the following day. The students will also have the text to refer to throughout the lesson. If the student struggles with answering text based questions, the teacher will follow proper probing techniques to assist the student in developing their comprehension. 


	What will you do if…


	…a student masters the content quickly?

If the student masters the content quickly, the will have the opportunity to reread the text at the appropriate level (using the leveled readers) on the following day. The teacher will also ask the student to elaborate and justify their answers in a manner that will challenge the student to further their understanding of the content (by making text-text/self/world connections).


	Meeting your students’ needs as people and as learners
	If applicable, how does this lesson connect to the interests and cultural backgrounds of your students?

Recently the students read a text about Harriet Tubman and MLK that discussed the actions that these individuals took to make the world a better place. The students exhibited an extreme interest in these historical figures that helped others. Jane Addams’ is another individual that helped people and will promote the students interest. In addition, the text discusses immigrants and children. The students will make a connection to the children and may make connections to the immigrants (depending on their cultural background). 


	
	If applicable, how does this lesson connect to/reflect the local community?

This lesson reflects the local community because the area surrounding the school has a high immigrant population, which increases the probability that the students will connect to the text. 


	
	How will you differentiate instruction for students who need additional challenge during this lesson (enrichment)?

In order to enrich students understanding the teacher will ask more questions that require higher order thinking when appropriate. 


	
	How will you differentiate instruction for students who need additional language support?

Throughout the previous lesson challenging vocabulary was examined and discussed, through providing the anchor chart the students will be provided with additional language support. Additionally, throughout the text the educator will answer questions that the students may have related to the text.
