9. Review the main ideas from each section in the article (front and back)
10. Discuss/decide what the main idea of the entire article is

Branches snap, and a loud roar
echoes through the hills. A mighty bigfoot approaches! Stories about giant
apelike men started in the late 1700s. They say monsters called bigfoots
stomp through the forests of North America.

Are bigfoots realz No one knows for sure. In 1901, Mike King swore he saw
a hairy man-beast by a river. Frightened, the creature roared and ran
away. Did King see a bigfoot2 Over time more sightings were reported.

In 1957, Albert Ostman claimed he had been kidnapped by bigfoots.
Ostman was camping. He said he was scooped up in his sleeping bag.
Something carried him to a group of hairy creatures. Ostman escaped
after six days.

The most famous bigfoot story started in 1967. Roger Patterson claimed to
have filmed a female bigfoot.

The bigfoot name comes, of course, from the creatures’ giant feet.

Some people claim to have
found bigfoot prints that have
two toes.

WHAT ARE BIGFOOTS?

One idea is the bigfoots
are an early form of human. Stories say bigfoots walk like humans. Others
believe bigfoots are apes. Their long arms are a lot like those of apes.
Bigfoots, however, are much taller than gorillas.

Are bigfoots something else? Some believe bigfoots are a new kind of
animal. Bigfoots could be an animal no one has discovered! Whatever it
is, a creature the size of a bigfoot would have a large appetite. Some
think bigfoots eat both plants and animails.

BIGFOOTS AROUND THE WORLD

Many other places have bigfoot stories. In Australia, many believe in a
creature known as the yowie. Like bigfoofts, the yowie is thought to live in
the woods and hills. It is hairy and walks like a human. In Canada, bigfoots
are called Sasquatch. Many people believe Canada’s Sasquatch and
the United States’ bigfoot are the same creature. In Nepal and Tibet,
legendary creatures called the yeti live in the Himalaya Mountains.
According to the stories, the yeti enjoy the cold and snow. These
creatures are sometimes called abominable snowmen.

Stories about bigfoots excite people around the world. But no one knows
if the stories are true. Could those giant footprints be from huge, hairy
monsters?
